This term has seen the 100th Anniversary of the 

start of the First World War, with commemorations 

taking place across the world.  We marked the an-

niversary here at Saint Aidanôs with a very moving 

Act of Remembrance on 11th November which fea-

tured the winning poem from our form poetry com-

petition along with works of art created by some of 

our most talented students.  Some of you may 

have seen their canvases on display at the Over 

Wyre Medical Centre.  A group of staff and stu-

dents also had the opportunity to visit some of the 

most significant locations on the Western Front on 

a half term education visit.  The visit is one which 

all involved will remember for a long time as the 

sacrifice made by so many were brought home to 

them. 

In school we have continued with a really full pro-

gramme of extra-curricular activities, many of 

which have been organised and led by students 

with staff help.  You can read about a selection of 

these activities in this edition of Live Wyre.  In 

many ways they are just as important as our time-

tabled lessons in developing a whole range of tal-

ents in our students. New clubs activities which we 

have never offered before include girlsô basketball, 

girlsô football, Mandarin lessons, film makers club 

and eco-warriors club.  Regular events such as 

Year 7ôs day at Blackburn Cathedral have also been 

great successes. 

As well as celebrating record GCSE results this 

summer we have been preparing for the new sys-

tem of exams which will begin to be introduced in 

2015, and working hard to make sure that all our 

teaching and support is as good as it can be.  We 

have been paying particular attention this term to 

the way teachers mark work and give students 

suggestions for how they can improve it.  Having 

just completed their mock exams our Year 11 stu-

dents are currently on track to get even better 

GCSE results than last yearôs so we will all be work-

ing hard together to turn this success into real 

grades next summer. 

A number of colleagues are retiring or moving on 

to new positions at the end of this term.  Mrs Rob-

son, who teaches Technology part time and who 

has been at Saint Aidanôs for 19 years is retiring.  

Miss Elsey (French teacher) and Mrs Lettice 

(Teaching Assistant) are leaving for new opportuni-

ties elsewhere.  I wish each of them all the very 

best for the future and hope that they will take 

away good memories of their time at Saint Aidanôs. 

I started by saying how proud I am of our student 

Live Wyre editors.  I was also very proud to be 

able to represent the school at the recent Black-

pool Gazette Education Awards at the Tower Ball-

room, along with students and other staff.  Saint 

Aidanôs was shortlisted in six categories (more than 

any other school) and was the overall winner in 

two of them.  I would like to particularly congratu-

late Olivia Stupart, our Head Girl, who is this yearôs 

Secondary School Student of the Year for Black-

pool, Fylde and Wyre.
